Alcoholic fermentation and aging on fine lees in stainless steel vats for 9
to 11 months.

Fresh nose with scents of citrus fruit and white flowers open up to notes
of honey and dried fruit. The palate is fresh and balanced, featuring
perfect balance between vivacity and roundness.

Serve between 10 and 12°C (50-53°F).
To taste when young on the fruit or to keep 2 to 3 years.
